College 101

College 101 is a program designed 
to provide college courses for 

rising seniors in the Boston Public 
School System.  This is a 6-week 
summer program where students 
enroll in a 3-credit college course 
taught by a college instructor and 

a peer mentor who provides 
assistance and support.  Full 

access to the College facilities, 
including library are provided.  

Students are then offered a free 3-
credit class during their senior 
year, both fall and spring.  This 

program allows the participants to 
graduate from high school with 9 

college credits that can be 
transferred to the college of their 

choice.
