Ambassador Participation: A total of 120
ambassadors have successfully completed
the Equity and Inclusion Academy,
encompassing participants from the pilot
program and the most recent cohort. The
Academy has facilitated six cohorts to date.

Inaugural EI Summit: The inaugural Equity
and Inclusion (EI) Summit welcomed nearly
90 registrants, representing over 45 City
departments and 8 cabinets.

Program Highlights: The Summit
showcased the journey of participants
toward becoming EI Ambassadors,
emphasizing the diverse learning objectives
and session topics covered in both the
Academy and the Summit.

Grassroots Partnership Program: The Reparations Task Force is funding
community leaders, organizations, artists, historians, and educators across four
partnership opportunities to amplify community engagement, document oral
histories, share public storytelling projects, and conduct research on Boston’s ties to
slavery. This initiative aims to supplement the research team's Phase 1 report with
community-grounded strategies and insights.

Leadership Expansion: The Task Force has welcomed Khalid Mustafa as the new
Special Projects Manager and Mariana White Hammond as a new member,
strengthening its capacity to drive meaningful change.

Community Awareness and Engagement: A successful communications
campaign has been launched to inform the community about reparations efforts
and encourage active participation.

Expanding Cultural Representation: Hired Boston’s first-ever Caribbean
Cultural Advisor and raised the Korean Flag for the first time in city history,
celebrating diverse cultural identities.

Strengthening Department Capacity: Achieved a full and dynamic team
to support the Cultural Affairs Department’s mission and goals.

Community Empowerment and Youth Support: Hosted a Special Events
Webinar to educate community organizations on event planning and
organized a Backpack Drive that provided supplies to over 300 Boston
Public School students.
Addressing Food Security: Completed the annual food giveaway for the
second year, distributing over 40,000 pounds of food to city residents.

Enhancing Cultural Vibrancy: Awarded grants to 46 cultural nonprofit
organizations, enabling community events, festivals, and innovative
creative projects across Boston.

We will launch a Language Preservation Program to
support cultural and linguistic diversity, publish the Reparations Study to
inform next steps in addressing historical injustices, and host a series of
informational workshops with cultural communities to strengthen
engagement and accessibility. Through these efforts, we remain committed
to embedding equity in policy, expanding economic inclusion, and ensuring
every Boston resident has the opportunity to thrive..
