Dog Park Fit Test 

BPRD requires that all 
dog parks are at least 
50 – 100 feet from the 
nearest residence. At 

the minimum offset, an 
area for dogs must be 
in the middle of the 

park. A 100 foot offset 
isn’t possible and 

creates negative space.

The 50 foot offset area 
includes the main 
circulation route, 

established trees, and 
Future Phase zones.
With this offset, the 

usable dog park area is 
8,890 square feet.
